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Position Volunteer 

Position Volunteer – An adult applying for or holding an unpaid position with the district or a program, activity or 

service, as a person responsible for the child’s welfare or having direct volunteer contact with children. 

Example: Tutors, Coaches, Activity Advisors 

Non - Position Volunteer 

Any individual who voluntarily provides services to the School District without compensation on a routine/repetitive 

basis, and who will work directly under the supervision and direction of a teacher or administrator employed by the district 

and does not apply direct services to the children or have unsupervised contact with students.  

Examples: Collecting tickets at events, working concession stands, day chaperones, PTO and homeroom parents. 

Visitor 

A visitor is defined as an adult 18 years or older, parent/guardian, adult resident, educator, official or other individual 

who is not a district employee or independent contractor, and who visits a school or attends or participates in a single event 

completed in one to two days and does not have unsupervised contact with students. 

Examples: Spring Fair, Field Day, District Assemblies, Guest Reader and Assist in classroom celebrations.
